he Krasnoyarsk Region
I was founded on the 7th of
December, 1934. It’s a part of
West-Siberian economic region. The
region covers 2,339.7 thousand sq.
km. The region capital is Krasnoyarsk.
The governor of the region is
Alexander Khloponin.

Geographical features

The Krasnoyarsk Region is situated
mainly within the territory of Western
Siberia, in the basin of the Yenisei
River. There is a lowland valley along
its left bank and the Central Siberian
plateau reaching 500 to 700 m. above
sea-level along the right one. To the
north, there is The Karskoye Sea and
the Laptevykh Sea. The region is
nearly 3,000 km long from the north
to the south. On its territory, not far
from Lake Vivy in Evenkia, there is also
the geographical center of Russia.

According to results of the
referendum held April 17, 2005,
the Evenks and Taimyr Autonomous
Districts will be annexed to the
Krasnoyarsk Region on the 1st
January, 2007.

Main cities of the region are
Krasnoyarsk, Achinsk, Yeniseysk,
Kansk, Lesosibirsk, Minusinsk,
Norilsk, Igarka, and Dudinka. It also
includes 42 rayons (territorial districts),
15 other towns, and 4 closed towns.

Population of the region
3 million people live in the
Krasnoyarsk Region. Average density

of the population is four times lower
than thet in other parts of Russia, being
1.3 persons per sq. km. Alongside the
indigenous peoples (Evenks, Nents,
Ketos, Yakuts, Dolgans, and others)
there are more than 118 nationalities.

Climate

There are 3 climatic zones on
the territory of the region: arctic,
subarctic, and temperate one. In
the north, there are no days with
temperature above 10 degrees Celsius,
while there are 110 to 120 such days
in the south. The usual temperature
in January is 36°C below zero to the
north and 18°C below zero to the
south, whereas July temperature is
10°C and 20°C above zero. Snow
covers the ground at the beginning
of November and melts in March.
In the East and West Sayan, there is
snow all year round. Average annual
precipitation is 316 mm, mainly in
summer, while at the Sayan foothills
it comes to 600 to 1000 mm.

The central and southern parts of
the region, where the most people
live, are in a continental climatic
belt with a long, cold winter and
a short, hot summer. The central
part which is mainly plain includes
forest-steppe and fertile soils. The
south of the region enjoys dry clear
air, many sunny days in summer,
curative waters of springs and
numerous lakes that make it a good
place to build resorts, sanatoriums,
and holiday camps there.

ctive colonization of the Priyenisey

region took place during the

process of annexation of East
Siberia to the Russian State (from the end
of the 16th century to the beginning of
the 17th century) which was interested in
getting fur being the most important source
of profit at that time. Many of the Yenisei
settlements were founded by Cossacks and
monks coming into this wild land.

In 1619, the Yeniseysk ostrog (now it is
the town of Yeniseysk) was established. For
over 150 years it was a goods assessment
and trade center in East Siberia.

Cossack Andrey Dubenskoy with his
detachment founded the Krasny Yar
ostrog in 1628 as a strong point for the
Russians at the central Yenisei. It became
city in 1690 when Siberia finally joined the
Russian State.

A new period of development started with
building of the Moskovsky (Sibirsky) track.
However, growth of the population was not
only due to natural reasons. The city became
a place of exile. By the end of the 19th
century such convict settlers made 23% of
the city inhabitants. Besides criminals there
were also prisoners of conscience. At first
they were Old Believers, then Decembrists,
later members of the first socialistic groups
and Marxists (including V. Ulyanov-Lenin,
F. Dzerdzhinsky, I. Dzhugashvili-Stalin).
In the 20th century one of the GULAG
centers (Main Administration for Correction
Labor camps) was set up.

In 1822, the Yeniseysk Province was
established. By the middle of the 19th
century it became a center of gold-
mining industry. Upon building of the
Trans-Siberian railway in 1895 to 1897,

industry started to develop as enterprises
connected with the railways, gold-mining
plants, distilleries, timber industry, and iron
foundries.

The region as well as all the country went
through the 1917 year revolution, suffered
from starvation, economic collapse, New
Economic Policy period, and the time of
collectivization. In the thirties, exploration
of the Far North began.

In 1934, the Krasnoyarsk Region was
established with the Evenkia and the
Taimyr (Dolgano-Nenetsk) autonomous
districts as its members as well as Khakasiya
autonomous province being a member till
1992.

he Second World War gave a
I great impulse to the development
of industry. Over 40 plants and
factories were evacuated to the region
from Central Russia. The postwar time
was marked by industrial growth and
discovering many natural resources
deposits. Some of the biggest hydro-
electric power stations in the worldsuch as
Krasnoyarskaya and Sayan-Shushenskaya
ones, were built in the region along with
timber industry complexes and other
ones such as Krasnoyarsk metal works,
Krasnoyarsk aluminium plant, Krasnoyarsk
non-ferrous metal works, Norilsk mining
chemical plant, etc.

By the end of the -eighties the
Krasnoyarsk Region has turned into
an important industrial, scientific, and
educational center of the country. The
Krasnoyarsk Region at the beginning of the
21st century is the region of great cultural
and sports traditions, unique nature places
as well as quickly developing economics.

eniseisk is an ancient city situated by a
Ymighty Siberian river — the Yenisei. It
was founded as a military stronghold

on the eastern frontiers of Russia in 1619 by
a group of Cossacks led by a son of boyar
— P. Albichev and Ch. Rukin. For almost one
and a half century Yeniseisk had been «the
main gate» to the Eastern Siberia and is by
right called «the father» of all Siberian cities.
Here the groups of courageous explorers
(S. Dezhnev, P. Beketov, V, Pojarkov, E.
Khabarov, A. Dubenskoy) were equipped.
Cities like Krasnoyarsk, Bratsk, Jakutsk, and
Irkutsk were established by the Cossacks of
Yeniseisk. During the 30s (18th century) the
building of magnificent Orthodox churches
and cathedrals with elegant stone ornaments
started in Yeniseisk. Astonishing panorama,
adorned by the temples of Yeniseisk, can be

viewed from the river bank.

Yeniseysk is a unique town having kept
and brought through centuries unique
memorials of history and culture and original
architectonic heritage of the past. An
outdoor museum can be named the central
part of town, whose base is composed with
merchants’ mansions and villas. Of great
interest is also wooden architecture. A
distinctive feature of ancient architectonic
memorials is various wood-carving.

hose temples rise proudly over the
other buildings, fascinating in their
greatness and the originality of the
architectural ensembles. They give the city a

A
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unique appearance and color.

Spaso-Preobrazhensky Monastery (1642),
Iversky convent (1623), Uspensky cathedral
(1793 to 1819), Voskresenskaya church
(1747). These buildings are the monuments
of region importance.

In 1970, according to the decree of
Gosstroy RSFSR and the Ministry of Culture,
Yeniseisk was included into the list of 116
monument-cities of Russia.

Famous persons of Krasnoyaria

There are a lot of outstanding
names in the history of the
Krasnoyarsk Region.

The Krasnoyarsk Region is
a birth-place of artist Vasily
Ivanovich Surikov. Surikov was
born in Krasnoyarsk in 1848 in an
ancient family of Siberian Cossacks.
Canvases of the artist «Morning of
Strelets’ Execution», «<Men’shikov in
Berezovo», «Boyarynya Morozova»,
«Taking a Snow Fortress» belong
to masterpieces of Russian national
painting. Many landscape-works of
Surikov are dedicated to Krasnoyarsk
and its environs. The name of V.I.
Surikov is given to a painting college
and painting museum. There exists
the V.I. Surikov house-museum.

Victor Petrovich Astafyev is a Russian great writer
of the past century. He was born in the Ovsyanka village,
Krasnoyarsk Region, in 1924. Like nobody else, Astafyev
managed, with breathtaking artistic expression, to convey
in his works beauty of Siberian nature and peculiarity of
Siberian character. He is
author of 373 works (the
most known: Memorials of
childhood «The Last Bow»,
a novel about Siberia
«Tsar-Fish», the  book
about the war «Accursed
and Killed”) and the
prizewinner of all possible
prizes. At the birthplace of
the writer, in the Ovsyanka
village, a commemorative
complex of V.P. Astafyev
is established.
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Andrei Gennadyevich
Pozdeyev (born 1926 in
the Nizhny Ingash village,
Yeniseysk Province)
graduated from the Surikov
painting college. Canvases
of the artist are kept in
many governmental and
private collections of Russia
and abroad. An exposition
of AG.

F45% of the territory is covered with
forests that consist of north and central
taiga and south deciduous forests.

On the region’s territory there are more
than 450 species of plants including ones
used in the industry.

of mammals, including the very important
population of Northern deer that counts up to
600 thousand). In the arctic desert live white
bear, seal, walrus, in tundra — foam, northern
deer, polar fox, lemming, white-owl, tundra
swan, partridge, fox, brand goose; the
Yenisei taiga — brown bear, musk-deer, sable,
wolverine, trot, otter; in South taiga one can
meet the Siberian stag, roe, badger, mole,
sparrow-hawk, owl, gray and white-back
woodpecker, chaffinch. The mountain taiga
of the Sayan is famous for its sables. There
such rare mammals like guar, snow leopard,
Caucasian goat, and argali can be met and
as for the birds, they are represented by
Altaian Tetraogallus, mountain double snipe,
Siberian and mountain reel, thrush and
others. In the North parts of the region there
about 60 species of fish, of which White-fish
is the most marketable.

Water resourses

he Krasnoyarsk Region is one of

I the successful regions of Russia in
water resources supply. Its share is

14% of the Russian Federation’s river flow.
The natural transport system is located on
the region’s territory and consists of a well-
developed river network. First of all it is the
biggest in Russia network of the Yenisei and
its inflows (Angara, Abakan, Podkamennaya
Tunguska, Nizhnyaa Tunguska) and the rivers
Pyasina, Taimyra, Khatanga — all of them flow
into the Kara Sea and Laptevykh Sea. Here
one can find the largest number of waterfalls
in Russia and its biggest one — the Kinzeluksky.
The complex of lakes with mineral waters and

curative mud is located in the south part of the
region. One of the most famous is Tagarskoe
Lake. More than 80 thousand people get the
treatment every year at the region’s health
resort. In the Balakhta District of the region,
the famous carbonic spring Kozhanovskoe is
located that is similar to resorts like Darasun
and Kislovodsk. A large resort «Krasnoyarskoe
Zagor'e» is situated nearby. The artificial

of the dam of the Krasnoyarsk hydro-power-
station) stretches more than 300 km north to
south. In the North, the Krasnoyarsk Region
is surrounded by the two seas of the Arctic
Ocean — the Kara Sea and Laptevykh sea. The
solid ice shell seizes the seas for 9 months a
year. In spite of that, the Northern Sea Route
is used to let the ship caravans pass allmost all
the year round, thanks to the ice-breaker fleet.

Nature Resources

he Krasnoyarsk Region is one of

I the territories most well off natural
resources. Natural reserves of the
region make it attractive for the investors and
are a basis for its further development. Two
thousand fields of wvarious resources have
been discovered in the region. According to
their economical importance they are divided
in several groups: fuel, metallurgical and

chemical. 70% of Russian coal stock is located
in the Krasnoyarsk Region as well as the
reserves of platinum, brass-nickel ore and the
Icelandic spar. The region takes one of the first
places in gold-mining industry of Russia. Also
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the second biggest gold-field Olimpiadinskoe is
located here. On the region’s territory big fields
of lead, apatite and nepheline, molybdenum,
brass, titan-magnesium, magnetite, stibium,
talk, graphite and others have been located.

25 fields of oil and gas have been discovered
in the Krasnoyarsk Region. As a rule these
fields are located next to each other and can
be exploited simultaneously, which is a great
advantage for the region.

the biggest reserve of Russia and the
third in terms of square in the world,
was founded 11 May, 1993.

The reserve is situated on the Taimyr
Peninsula and islands of the Arctic Ocean,
on the territory of the Taimyr Autonomous
District.

Foundation of the reserve was mainly
aimed at preservation of rookeries of birds
migrating via the North Atlantic route (brant
goose, many sandpipers, and other species).
An important role in creation of the reserve
was played by WWF and the national park
“Schleswig-Holstein Wattenmeer” (where the
flyway and wintering stations of those species
are preserved).

The reserve square is over 4 Mio hectares
on seven areas, including about 1 Mio hectares
water space on Arctic seas. The reserve

The Great Arctic State Nature-Reserve,

includes also two refuges, “Severozemel’sky”
and “Brekhovskie Ostrova”.

Territory of the Great Arctic Reserve is
manifold in terms of geologic structure,
fauna, and flora. Plain parts alternate with
stony ridges of the glacier origin. On the
Severnaya Zemlya islands, ‘maternity
homes’ of Taimyr population of the white
bear are situated.

In seaside tundras, many-thousand
herds of the wild northern deer find their
rescue from gnats. On the Sibiryakov
[sland, there is also a unique, original
undersized population. In the summer
season, numerous species of sea birds,
goose-likes and sandpipers as well as

flesh-birds nest on the Arctic shore. A lot
of lichens create bizarre arabesques on
stones. The summer Arctic is also rich in
flower-plants.

Majority of the areas, due to a long distance
from inhabited localities, are practically not
visited by people. However, they are most
attractive for both researchers and ecology-
tourists.

straighter, wider and deeper. As a result,
the plateau was divided by flat-bottomed
canyons with steep (somewhere even
vertical) sides several hundred meters high.
The highest point is 1,701 meters. It is
the «Rock» mountain — the highest on the
Middle-Siberian plateau. Long narrow lakes
give ineffaciable impression as they leak
into the canyons from Putoran’s foothills.
If not for Baikal, they would be considered
the deepest lakes of Russia (Khaitanskoe
— 520 meters).

Rivers of the plateau ump» of the ledge
formed by firm trammels. Waterfalls here
are the mightiest, highest and the most
beautiful ones in this country. Water spends
up to 100 meters in free fall.

The Putoran Plateau is in the area of solid

permafrost. Winter here is extremely cold,
average day temperature often reaches 44°C
below zero, in summer the absolute maximum
is 30°C above zero. From 11th July to 2nd
August there is a period of twenty-four-hour
daylight.

oss and lichen sparse growth of trees
Mare common for the reserve’s region.

Rare species of plants can be found
here: pink rhodiola, cypripedium guttatum,
poppy, Asian globe-flower, etc.

10 species of birds included into the Red Book
inhabit the reserve of Putoran. Merlin, sea-eagle,
anser crythropus, loon, swan, osprey, golden
eagle, peregrine, curlew — they nest all here.

One of the most outstanding, unique
event in the animality of the reserve is mass
season migration of the Taymir population
of wild north deer (400 to 480 thousand of
deer). North deer stay in Putoran for about 5
to 6 months.

The snow ram dwelling on the plateau is of
special interest for zoologists. The existence
of this animal in such hazardous conditions
surrounded it with an aura of mistery.

I situated in the center of Western Sayan

in the south-west parts of Shushensky
and Ermakovsky districts of the Krasnoyarsk
Region. It borders the Tuva Republic in the
south. The square of the reserve is 390.4
thousand hectares.

Here, in the reserve, the impact of the
Sayan Reservoir on mountain nature
communities is thoroughly studied. The main
protected species is snow leopard. In 1985,
according to UNESCO'’s decision, the Sayan
o-Shushensky Reserve was included into the
international network of bioenvironmental
reserves, bound to be a paragon of harmonic
relationship between people and nature. On
the territory of this reserve, nature complexes
are almost in their primeval condition: rivers
and mountain lakes are crystal clean, cedar
forests have reached a huge size, alpine

meadows amaze with their beauty and plenty
of plants.

The river network of the reserve is dense
and branchy. The main branch is the Yenisei.
It has a narrow valley with steep sides. It is
here where the Sayan Reservoir was formed.

The Arzhan mineral spring (considered
sacred among the locals) is located in the
headstream of the Katanich River, the inflow
of the river Bolshie Uri.

The reserve is located in the zone of
connection between Siberian taiga and
Central Asian steppe that (with the mountain
relief, the highest point of which is 2,735
meters) leads to high variety of flora, that
determines the visual image of the reserve.

It astonishes even botanists with its richness
and motley. The total number of vascular
plants reaches 1,027 species, 12 of which
have been included into the Red Book (laddy’s

slipper, feather-grass, Dagana Fritillaria,
orchis, etc.).

Deciduous forests are very wide-spread in
the reserve, but still, cedar woods are most
numerous and occupy square over 1,000

sq. km.

of the reserve’s birds over 170 ones nest
on its territory. Wood grouses are quite
usual in cedar forests, hazel hens - in mixed
forests, black grouse — in deciduous forests.
The common inhabitant of rocky steppe is the
partridge. The Sayano-Shushensky Reserve
is remarkable for its number of day predatory
birds. The Steppe kestrel, golden eagle, sea
eagle, osprey, peregrine are not rare and the
reserve plays its significant role in protecting
these creatures.

The core of the reserve’s fauna consists of
species that are wide-spread on the territory
of Siberia: The sable, squirrel, elk, wolf,
wolverine, lynx, etc. Of 15 predator species
met in the reserve, the three (snow leopard,
guar, felis manul) have been included into the
Red Book of Russia. The weasel, ermine,

Fauna is not poor either. Of 300 species

Siberian weasel, American mink, otter, fox,
and badger are quite rare in the reserve.
At the same time the population of sable is
numerous.

The snow leopard was considered
endangered in the beginning of the 20th
century. The modern data gives us the
opportunity to make more optimistic
conclusions. Siberian deer and Siberian
Caucasian goat are the most numerous
hoofed animals in the reserve. The roe is the
common inhabitant.

There is a museum of nature in the
administration building of the reserve, where
fragments of wild nature and its inhabitants
have been reproduced.

tourism, hiking, trophy fishing, trophy hunt,
photo-hunt, observing animals and birds in
the wild.

n 2005 the «Stolby» reserve in the
IKrasnoyarsk Region celebrated its 80th

birthday. It was founded in 1925 and
is situated in a picturesque area between the
Mana and Bazaikha rivers. In the south-east it
has borders with the city of Krasnoyarsk.

The square of the reserve is 47,219
hectares, that of the tourism and excursion
region, organized to provide the opportunity
of free wisiting this unique nature
phenomenon — 1,410 hectares.

Main sights of the reserve are the syenite
odd rocks — more than 100 of them, the height
being more than 100 meters. Fields of karsts
craters, caves about 100 meter deep, rivers
vanishing under the ground, and <kamenny
gorod» (stone city) are very peculiar. «Stolby»
is the most amazing creation of nature: rocks
of the most bizarre form, reminding the

silhouettes of people and animals, buildings and
various objects. Here one can find the head of
the stern old-man — «D’ed» (grandfather) rock,
there are also “Babushka”(grandmother) and
«Vnuch’ka» (granddaughter) here. One can
meet «'viniye vorota» (lion’s gate) and «Berkut»
(golden eagle) or just «Per’ya» (feathers) — like a
fairytale bird has dropped some of its feathers
on the fly: these inimitable rocks erect right
from the ground, steep from all sides. The
Takmak rock stands out against the general
mountain panorama.

Flora of this wonderful place is unique: it
counts over 1,000 species of vascular plants,
260 of which are moss-like. More than 150
species belong to the category of those

specially protected. Mountain spurs (Eastern
Sayan) are covered with pine, silver fir,
spruce, larch, cedar, birch. Along the hollows
of rivers the alder, aspen, service-tree, bird
cherry tree and other sorts of trees grow,
demonstrating the variety of Siberian taiga.
In Stolby’s region about 300 different
representatives of fauna dwell: 58 species
of mammals (sable, ermine, Siberian weasel,
squirrel, musk-deer, roe, Siberian stag);

211 species of birds (woodcock, hazel-hen,
eagle-owl, Ural owl); more than 20 fish species
inhabit the rivers and rivulets.

«Stolby» is the place where such a unique
social phenomenon as «stolbism» was born.
Beautiful views and rocks became the center of
union and communication for creative people.
Difficult to climb up, the rocks caused the birth
of outstanding school of world-class climbers
and alpinists (V. Abalakov and E. Abalakov, A.
Gubanov, and others).

About 200 thousand people visit the tourism
and excursion region yearly. It is a favorite
resting-place for Krasnoyarsk people. Mass
celebrations, performed in the reserve, have
become traditional: Stolbists’ Day, March of
Parks, Christmas Climbing competitions, etc.

Everybody who visited «Stolby» at least once
will never forget his impressions.

Main rivers are inflows
of Khatanga (Novaya and Lukunskaya),
Verhnyaya Taymira, Logata and Bikada.

Their mass arrival falls on the end of
May and the beginning of June. The most
numerous duck is Clangula hyemalis. Rare bird
species met in the reserve are included into the
Red Book: loon, brand goose, swan, anser
erythropus, whooper, Siberian eider-duck,
golden eagle, sea-eagle, merlin, peregrine,
Grus leucogeranus, chick-weed, biicasseau,
Icelandic ox-bird, red-necked ox-bird, sea ox-
bird, american snipe-godwit, springtail sea-
gull, white and pink sea-gulls, eagle owl.

The modern relief forms a moderatly
high plateau, divided by multiple river-
beds. The territory is very waterlogged.
Forests cover about 70% of the reserve’s
land. Predominative are deciduous-piny
and birch-piny-deciduous forests with a
highly developed shrubby layer and a poorly
developed herbaceous cover.

The region is one of the territories with
highly continental climate. The average year
temperature is 6°C below zero. In winter the
temperature reaches 58°C below zero and
the only month without frost is July, when
temperature can increase up to 30°C above
zero. The number of days when temperature
is below zero is 255.

Nature Reserve was founded in the

begining of 1985. It is situated in the
south part of the Turukhansk rayon in the
Krasnoyarsk Region, but its significant part
is located within the territory of the Evenkia
Autonomous Region. The Elogutsky Reserve
is also part of this nature protection area. Its
square is 972,017 hectares.

The main aim of the reserve is to protect
and study various land and water nature
complexes typical of the close-to-Yenisei
middle-taiga. The peculiarity of the reserve
is a «basin» principle of organisation. It is the
only nature reserve, where, on more than
60 km, there are two enjoined shores of
one of the great Eurasian rivers - Yenisei.

Climate of the reserve’s territory is
moderately continental. January’s average

The bioenvironmental Central-Siberian

temperature is 25°C below zero, July’s one
16°C above zero. The average height of the
snow cover here reaches 115 to120 cm and
it is the place where the deepest snowdrifts
are marked.

On the territory of the reserve, 864 species
of vascular plants, 35 species of fish, 274
species of birds, and 45 species of mammals
are met. The flora of the reserve consists
mostly of taiga forest. The general type of
trees is Siberian pine, more seldom - Siberian
spruce. Fir and deciduous forests can also be
met. In taiga the basis of bird population are
spotted pipits, pukhlyak, chiff-chaffs, reels.
Kedrovka can always be seen, just like hazel
hens and wood-grouses. The reserve is also

full of endangered predatory species that
have been included into the Red Book, such
as white-tailed sea-eagle, peregrine, golden
eagle, merlin, and osprey. There are also a
lot of Anscriformes by the ponds.

This nature park occupies the mountain
massif of Ergaki located in the central part
of the Western Sayan and stretching about
80 km west to east (maximum width 70 km).
Significant part of its territory is not influenced
by any economical activity and is represented by
various zonal nature complexes — from forests
to mountain tundra. The park’s territory is
famous for its biological variety and is a habitat
of endangered species of plants. The Ergaki
massif is a unique corner of the Western Sayan.
It is rugged with ancient glaciers and has very
branchy network of mountain ridges: Ergaki,

Metugul-Taiga, Baldir-Taiga, Shepsheer Taiga.
In Turkic «Ergaki» means «fingers». In winter the
Ergaki is a combination of crystal-blue sky, pearl-
white snow, evergreen Taiga and mountains. In
summer this magnificence is supplemented with
flowers — a sea of flowers - infinite, manifold
ones sweet-smelling with various aromas!
And lakes, a cascade of emerald mountain
lakes, waterfalls, narrow river canyons. You
can get impression of their beauty from their
names: Raduzhnoe (Rainbow), Mramornoe
(Marmoreal), Zolotoe (Golden), Ledyanoe (Ice),
Ozero Gornykh Dukhov (Lake of Mountain
Spirits)... There are a lot of legends here. Gods
are believed to love this place as their recreation

ational Park «Shushensky Bor» is
Nlocated in Russia, in the south of the

Krasnoarsk  Region,  Shushensky
District, at the intersection of two major
geomorphologic systems - the Minusinsky
intermountain depression and the West
Sayan Mountains almost in the center of the
Asian continent. It is the only national park in
the Krasnoyarsk Region.

The national park was established in 1995
for preservation of unique, almost untouched
nature complexes and for creation of
conditions for the development of recreation
and tourism. The territory of the park is
represented by two separate units, with areas
of 4,410 hectares and 34,760 hectares.

On the territory of the park, more than
750 kinds of plants grow (11 of them are
rarely met and are listed in the Red Book of
the Russian Federation). The animal world is

represented by 4 species of amphibians, 5
species of reptiles, 270 species of birds (16 of
them are listed in the Red Book of the Russian
Federation) and by 47 species of mammals.

Some ecosystems and objects of the park
are unique in Russia: mountainous cedar
forests; pine-forests; rare species of plants
and animals which are listed in the Red Book;
the lake-swamp complex is a landscape relic
of the glacial epoch.

The park has a museum of history of
forestry.

The Perovskoye forestry

t is situated in the south of Minusinsk
bolson in a zone of intensive industrial
mastering. Its landscape is characterized

as a flat forest-meadow-steppe. The territory
adjoins the administrative center of Shushensky,
Rayon the settlement of Shushenskoye.

The typical representatives of the fauna of
the Perovskoye forestry are: squirrel, Siberian
polecat, and wild goat. In remote parts of
the park you can meet the elk. Here there
are many birds. In flora, there are plants,
registered in the Red Book of the Russian
Federation.

The Mountainous Forestry

t is located in the southern part of
Ithe park and represents a mountain
system of the mountain range Borus,
which is included into a system of the West
Sayan Mountains. The landscape here is
represented by mountainous taiga. The relief
is middle mountain, sharply dismembered,
the watersheds are 1,300-1,500 meters
high. The highest peak is Mount Poilovo
2,318 m high.

Low mountain zone and the lower part
of a middle mountain zone (400-900 m)
are occupied by fir-tree and cedar forests. A
high border of the forest (1,500-1,700 m.)
is formed by sparse growth of trees. The
undergrowth consists of Rhododendron
aureum and Legum palustre. The above-
ground cover consists of lichens, green

mosses, bilberries and other types of
vegetation. Alpine territory has no forest and
is occupied with sub alpine meadows and
mountain tundra.

The main representatives of fauna are: the
musk deer, Caspian deer, and brown bear.
Among the birds the hazel grouse, capercailly,
and nutcracker are frequently met.

the park organizes different kinds of
itineraries for tourists. The main kinds

of tourism in the park are:

- Bus excursions aimed at seeing the
objects of the park, Shushensky and

adjoining districts;

- excursions and many days tours on
board a ship across Sayano-Shushenskoye
reservoir;

- foot excursions on ecological paths in
Perovskoye and Mountainous forestries of
the national-park;

- recreation in the tourist complex in taiga
and on a swimming base;

- entertaining programs with excursions;

- weekend tours.

rasnoyarsk is situated in a deep
Kvalley of the Yenisei River at
the corner of the East Sayan
mountains, the Yenisei Ridge, and West
Siberian Plain on both river banks 3-4 km
off water. The city is 18-20 km long on
the left bank and 25 km on the right one.
The city covers the area of 348 sq. km.
Krasnovyarsk is divided into seven districts:
Zheleznodorozhny, Kirovsky, Leninsky,
Oktyabrsky,  Sverdlovsky,  Sovetsky,
and Tsentralny. The population is 912
thousand. The distance from the city to
Moscow is 3,995 km. It takes four and a
half hours by plane from the capital. The
Krasnoyarsk time zone is plus four hours
to the Moscow time.
The mayor of the city is Petr Pimashkov
(started his third term in office in 2004).

Climate

The city is situated in a continental
climatic zone with long, cold winters and
short, hot summers. Average temperature
in January is 20°C below zero, 18°C
above zero in July. The lowest temperature
that has been marked is 55°C below zero,
while the highest is 40°C above zero.

History

In August 1628, Andrey Dubenskoy
with his Cossack detachment founded
Krasny Yar for protection from the Tatars
and Kirghiz as well as for collecting yasyk
(tribute). The ostrog was founded at the
place where the Kacha River flows into
the Yenisei. Dubenskoy wrote in a letter
to tsar Mikhail Fedorovich that this place
is really beautiful. The ostrog got its name

Krasny Yar (Krasny means «red») because
of red hills and slopes surrounding the
place. The Siberian Tatars called it Kizil-
yar-tur (the city of Krasny Yar).

The city was a strong point for over 100
years. It became city in 1690 when Siberia
was annexed as a new part of Russia. At
that time the population of the city was
two and a half thousand, mainly men.

A new period began in 1822 when by
the tzar’s order the Yeniseysk province
was established, Krasnoyarsk being its
capital. Upon building of the Moscow
track in 1735 to 1741 and Trans-Siberian
railway in 1895 to 1897, industry started
to develop in the province. The first train
arrived at the city on the 6th of December,
1895. Thus, a quiet city gradually turned
into the biggest administrative center in
Siberia.

Initially the city was built only on the
left bank of the river. Fridtjof Nansen,
who visited Krasnoyarsk at the beginning
of the 20th century, wrote: «Krasnoyarsk
is beautifully situated on the left bank
of the Yenisei in a valley surrounded by
the mountains...». Later on, thanks to
Trans-Siberian  railway, Krasnoyarsk
developed quickly and occupied the right
bank; this part was built just before and
after the Second World War. During that
period over 40 plants and factories were
evacuated to the region from Central
Russia.

Nowadays Krasnoyarsk  is an
administrative, economic, and cultural
center of the region, the biggest city in
East Siberia which is always ready to
welcome new guests.

aditions of Krasnoyarsk count over one
I and a half century. On the Pokrovskaya
mountain where Cossacks’ guard tower
had stood, the architects Yaflev and Nabalov
with the funds of the gold-tycoon P.Kuznetsov
built a stone chapel instead of the simple wooden
cross. The chapel symbolized a common grave
of all Krasnoyarsk people who died during the
first battle period of the stockaded town. The
chapel of St.Paraskeva Pyatnitsa has become a
symbol of Krasnoyarsk. The first stone temples
of the city — the Voskresensky Cathedral and
Pokrovsky Three-throne Parochial Temple
were built in the second half of the 18th century.
The Pokrovsky Temple is the most ancient and
one of the most beautiful stone buildings in
Krasnoyarsk, created by «parishioners zeal in
1785-1795 by «church architect» M. Yushkov.

t the end of the 19th century there were 10
Orthodox churches (6 stone and 2 wooden
nes) and 2 cathedrals, Roman-Catholic

and Protestant stone churches, a synagogue.

The temple on Bazaikha, Svyato-Nikolsky
temple-monument dedicated to the victims
of repressions, Blagoveshchensky Cathedral
of Swyato-Blagoveshehensky women monas-

tery, Mikhailo-Arkhangelsky Temple in
Vyetluzhanka, the chapel of St. Danil of
Achinsk at the Badalyk cemetery, the chapel
of St. Innokenty of Irkutsk in Ovsyanka,
the chapel of St. Vera, Nadezhda, Lyubov
and their mother Sophiya in the Regional
Hospital - this is far not the full list of temples
in Krasnoyarsko-Yeniseyskaya Eparchy, that
was established during the recent years.

rasnoyarsk has been included into
Kthe list of places of history in the

Russian Federation. This decision
was based on the excellent preservation of
the old center of city and its buildings of 19th
and 20th centuries, archeological monuments
of the Stone Age. In general, the city counts
about 300 monuments.

Architecture appearance of modern
Krasnoyarsk started to form since the 30s
(19th century) after the general plan of
city’s developing had been approved by
1828. According to the plan, a city with
rational and simple planning was going to
be built on the shore of the Yenisei. The
circumstances were such, that the city in fact
was rebuilt (on the site of the 1772 fire 30
buildings of 400 left). Norwegian astronom,
passing through here in 1829, wrote: «The

plan of reconstructing Krasnoyarsk — with
wide streets, social establishments, gardens
— is going to be the most beautiful Siberian
city».

The streets of Krasnoyarsk were made
straight and oriented. The main streets
are parallel to the Yenisei. Widespread
«exemplary» projects of buildings (designed
by architects Stasov, Zakharov, Rossi)
made for the style unity of Krasnoyarsk.
Those examples (modified versions of them)
have determined the general architecture
appearance of the city and its ensembles
that have been preserved in the old part
of city (westwards from Strelka to Surikov
Street).

appearance of Krasnoyarsk was improved
with new buildings that reflected the
influence of modern art, classicism and other
tendencies. First of all it was connected with
architects Sokolovsky and Chernishev.
Sokolovsky’s best works in Krasnoyarsk
are: The manor of Gadalov (1994) (nowadays
— the Surikov arts museum (36 Karl Marx
Street); a house at the corner of Karl Marx

Egorov who were awarded with the Lenin
Premium. The bridge itself became the face of
the city, and its image is printed on the 10-
rubel banknotes of the Russian Federation). In
1967 the most original and beautiful central
stadium of Siberia was opened on the Otdykha
Island (project’s author V.Orekhov).

Beside the Rechnoy train-station and
Kommunalny Bridge, shrouded bridge
and Culture-Historical Museum Center
have also adorned the Yenisei’s shore.
We can also mention the Concert Hall,
Pioneer’s Palace, Opera and Ballet
Theater (architects - Demirkhanov, Panov,
Orekhov, Golubev, Zubkovsky). They
became a successful ensemble decision
of the city’s building up. By that time the
ensembles at the right and left shores,
Predmostnaya Square, the ensemble of
Strelka have been finally formed.

he architectural ensemble of the

I city is greatly influenced by the
Yenisei, a majestic river that itself

is a marvelous sight, and the surrounding

mountains. There is a tight link
between Krasnoyarsk, the river, and the
mountains.

When you go on a tour around the city
the first place to see is a chapel at the
Karaulnaya mountain. There you can have
a bird’s-eye view of the whole city. At noon
a cannon-shot is heard from the top of the
mountain marking the middle of the day.

Strelka (the Spit) is a historic center of the
city. It is the place where Krasnoyarsk was
founded in August 1628, first as the Krasny

Yar ostrog. The Voskresensky Cathedral
was situated at the spit. On the grounds of
the cathedral there was a grave of a famous
traveler N. Rezanov.

Nowadays the territory is covered
by a complex of buildings including a
concert hall, cultural and historic center,
music and drama theater. This ensemble
(architect A. Demirkhanov) makes the
silhouette of the city.

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Next to the cultural and historic center
there is a laid up steamship and the St.
Nicolas museum. It is the ship that the heir
to the Russian throne, who later became tsar
Nicolas II, traveled by in 1891. Also V. Lenin
went into exile to Shushenskoye by that
steamship in 1897.

A shroud foot-bridge links the left bank and
one of the most popular places of rest in the
city that is the Tatyshev Island. There are
volleyball grounds and tennis courts on the
territory of the island as well as a beach, park,
walking paths and cycling routes.

Strelka is the beginning of three
parallel central streets: Lenin Street, Mira
Avenue, and Marx Street. There you can
see quite a lot of monuments. There are
several wooden mansions, architectural
complexes of the 19th century. On Mira
Avenue there is Pokrovsky Cathedral,

Blagoveshchenskaya Church on Lenin
Street, and there is a Roman Catholic
Church of Transfiguration on the corner of
Marx Street and Dekabristov street.

The most beautiful square is Teatralnaya

with an opera and ballet theater, the

Krasnoyarsk Hotel, mayor’s office
overlooking the river and a clock-tower that
is a new symbol of the city (designed by A.
Demirkhanov).

In winter the square consisting of several
levels is a place where the main city New
Year tree is set up every year and an ice town
is built — shapeless lumps of ice are turned
by artists into fabulous castles, fairy-tale

characters and beasts. The lower level of the
square is formed by the river embankment
that is one of the most marvelous ones in
Russia.

In 2001, a complex of music fountains was

opened. In 2005 another complex called
Siberian Rivers was built that links the upper
level and the embankment. Today you can
hardly imagine Krasnoyarsk without fountains.
There are over 130 ones in the city.

Thanks to this plan a
bit of taiga has been preserved in the center of
city. Now in the park, there are several hundred
pines and larches which are 230 to 250 years
old! Its central alley lined with fountains runs to
the river to the hydro-park where you can take
a boat or pedalo. llluminated fountains gush out
of the river water surface at that place. There
are also many modern attractions in the park
such as the Big Wheel, children’s railroad, Big
Dipper, and fruit machines.
Original lawns, unique flower sculptures,
species of trees which are rare for Siberia,
for example palms, as well as environment

friendly policy of the administration confirm
Anton Chekhov’s words he said at the end of
the 19th century, «Krasnoyarsk is the best and
most beautiful of all Siberian cities».

Practically,
building the Royev Ruchei Flora and Fauna Park
(such a name was given to the park on results of
the all-city competition) started in February 2000
and as soon as 15 August, the
same year, the first stage was
ceremonially opened.

The Royev Ruchei became the
first zoo built in Russia in the 21st
century.

Having started with a small
collection, the Royev Ruchei
developed in six years passed
since that day to one of the
greatest zoos in Siberia.

The Royev Ruchei is unique
in many aspects. Firstly, an
amazing view opens from any
point here towards magnificent
ridges of the East Sayan, because
the Royev Ruchei is situated next
to a famous Siberian «stone-
flower garden», the Stolby

In December 1999, on initiative of the head of

Reserve. Unusually beautiful wild nature of Siberia
and clear air of taiga create excellent conditions
for population of animals.

Secondly, the experts have collected a marvel
collection of wild animals of different continents
here, which counts at present over 700 species of
wild animals, birds, reptiles, and about 300 species
of birds.

Adaptation of animals at banks of
Yenisei goes on so successfully that
many inhabitants of the park have
already got babies. This is a special
gladness both for employees of the
park and its guests.

The Royev Ruchei is an
admirable place of resting for
entire family. There are here funny
playgrounds, and summer-cafes
do work. The park territory is an
example of a handmade landscape
design perfectly harmonizing with
the magnificence of surrounding
nature.
